	Minutes

	
	Due to the scheduled programs, the usual agenda items were discontinued for this chapter meeting.  Phil Gurke welcomed everyone to Grand Prairie.  
Stewart & Stevenson provided lunch and a brief outline of their company, products, and support staff available to districts.  

Jeff Beatty with Total Security Services spoke about the First Observer program.  Jeff gave us some background information on himself – former Delta Force, FBI, and CIA affiliations.  He compared the Anti-Terrorism training to the Ohio State/Texas football game.  Ohio seemed to be one step ahead the whole game, but Texas came back in the last 16 seconds to win the game.  He said that sometimes it seems the terrorists are ahead most of the time, but even in the last seconds, the right information comes through at the right time to defeat their plans.  Jeff had all members get out their cell phones and program the First Observer number into the phones.  He then went through the Anti-Terrorism training presentation and gave valuable information and resources for districts to be aware of.  The First Observer call center is staffed with professionals who will answer the phone 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days per year.  The call center then sends the information to an analysis center, and they get the information dispersed to the appropriate agencies for quick action if necessary.  
Some key points:
· DLR – don’t look right – if it looks suspicious, then make the call.  It’s better to be safe than sorry.  He spoke about the events that led up to the Oklahoma City bombing and about all the citizens that saw suspicious activity, but either didn’t know who to call, or were afraid that they would cause someone trouble if it turned out to be nothing

· ITALK Report

1. Identify – make a good, accurate description of suspects, what are they wearing, what do they look like, how many are there?

2. Time – check the time and write down the exact time of day if you can

3. Activity – what are the suspects doing?  

4. Location – where are they?

5. Keep Observation – if possible, keep watching their activity as you report, but never do if your own safety or security is at risk

· Dispatchers – should not edit information given to them by the eyewitness – give the description exactly as relayed by the person at the scene

The presentation was very informative, and “Train the Trainer” was offered after lunch. 

The news media had representatives at the meeting and they did some filming during Jeff’s presentation, and then interviewed some of the different school districts’ staff.  Tammy Loveless from Royse City was interviewed, and also Darrell Gill from Allen ISD.    

24/7 Security company gave a short presentation after First Observer about their company and products.  They have different types of security camera systems, and their company was created specifically for the school bus environment.  They talked about the different camera resolutions and what “frames per second” means.  
Lunch was served and door prizes handed out.  Meeting was adjourned and then the “Train the Trainer” sessions began.
