	The meeting was called to order on 3/11/2010 at 10:40 a.m. by President-elect, Jim Humphreys since the president, Carl Cater was not at the meeting.  He introduced Joe Patterson of Carrollton-Farmers Branch to welcome everyone. 

Linda Berrier gave the treasurer’s report.   There was a starting balance of 11,489.13 in the treasury.  There was a deposit of $700.09 and a payout of $90.00 for TAPT dues.  The ending balance was 12099.22.

Jim Humphreys then reported on the road-eo which will be held on April 10, 2010 at Plano East High School.  Allen ISD will provide the transit buses and Wylie ISD will provide the conventional buses.  To practice in Allen, contact Carl Cater and in Wylie please call Ed Ostrander.  Garland ISD will also be offering their practice course in Garland and please contact Thomas Campbell to set that up.  

More help with the judging and the volunteers is needed and please contact Jim Humphreys to help with the road-eo.  

Thomas Campbell said he will be e-mailing the power point presentation on the rules to Christie Turner to be put on the web site.  

Phil Gurke, Grand Prairie, said that the special needs road-eo will be held on April 24th at John  Dubiski High School at 2990 South Highway 161, Grand Prairie, TX.  He does need help with judging and volunteers.  Mansfield will supply buses for practice if needed.  Allen will also be supplying buses for the road-eo.  

Joe Patterson then introduced the vendor sponsors which were Don Fullen from Heavy Duty Bus Parts and Paul Carroll from Simplematics, Inc.  

Mr. Fullen spoke about bus parts and a new injected foam molded seat that is new.  Also, there is a special on 8 LED lights, 4 red and 4 amber for $280.00.  Heavy Duty is trying to bring all of their manufacturing back into the United States so they are changing up their system a little.  

Simplematics, Inc. is a vehicle maintenance management system and active GPS systems company.  Mr. Carroll went on to give several examples of the need for his company’s 

systems.  

About 11:10 a.m. Deanne Hullender, the Dallas County Schools communications director, put on a presentation about crisis communication workshop.  This program was about what to do and say to the press if there is a crisis.  

Jim Humphreys then introduced Mike Horn, the nominating chair, who is seeking nominations from the members for next year’s officers.  

Colleen Martin, from Arlington, said that all of the information for the TAPT conference is now online.
