	Minutes

	
	Meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m.
Carl welcomed and thanked all vendors, and welcomed first time attendees and guests.  He had any new attendees and guests introduce themselves.  The treasury report was given with an ending balance of $10,075.28.  It was agreed to bypass the reading of the minutes.  Thomas Campbell introduced representatives from Longhorn Bus Sales.  Robert Lockland passed out emissions info from Bus Air Manufacturing and said that the company can help with retrofits and parts, and that they also have camera systems.

Old Business

Special Needs Road-eo was brought up.  Carl said that he will be meeting with Region XI and had the following items that he would be bringing to the table at the meeting:
Allow to advertise the event on NTAPT website

Post Rules & Regulations

Encourage all region members to participate and to send teams and judges

When to have the Special Needs Road-eo – 2 weeks before or after the Regional Road-eo

Allen ISD will help build equipment and NTAPT will cover cost

No further financial responsibility unless voted on by members

Carl asked for additional suggestions or concerns from members, and none were added.

New Business

Joe Patterson will make sure that the TAPT classes in Frisco are posted.

Open discussion of several different topics:

· What are districts doing for School Bus Safety Week?  

El Paso is wearing special shirts.  Allen is having a series of “fun” days – hat day, sock day, etc.  Tickets are handed out to participants and then they will draw for prizes at the end of the week.  Lunch is also provided.

· Retreads – pros and cons?  Anyone know of accidents caused by use of retreads?

Garland uses them and has for at least 20 years.  They have never had a retread malfunction.  They use Southern Tire Mart for purchasing retreads.  UPS trucks use retread tires on all their trucks.  Frisco is not using retreads at this time, but are presenting that option to their board, with the goal of using them on the rear only and have tire inspections more often.  
· What are districts doing to combat the flu virus?  

Mesquite is giving sanitizer to the drivers and disinfecting buses only if school calls and says they have had some cases at their campus.  Plano has a disinfecting crew working between morning and afternoon routes disinfecting all buses.   Bus Air Manufacturing says they are working on a system that will blow through the A/C vents with a germ killing/ disinfecting substance. 

· Bus Radio – company went out of business.  

Allen ISD says their bus conduct reports fell about 40% when they had Bus Radio on their buses.  Joe Patterson says they use a very good student incident reporting system - if anyone is interested to see him.  

· Cell Phone use on White Fleets – has anyone banned cell phones yet for the white fleet?

· Network connections for Drivers or Assistants?

Mesquite has network log-ins for their support staff.  Dallas County’s support staff have limited access to the internet, but no server access or groupwise.  Plano ISD is the same.

Thomas Campbell gave the prayer for lunch.  Lunch was served door prizes handed out, and the meeting adjourned.
